Copies of the founding documents of the parent organization, including all amendments, notarized or
certified with the legal entity’s seal and the signature of the authorized executive if notarization is not
possible under the laws of the country of origin

Legalized or apostilled extract from the state register, or another document confirming that the foreign legal
entity establishing the branch/representative office (or acting as the founder of another legal entity) is an
active legal entity under the laws of its home jurisdiction (for non-residents)

Copy of the governing document (with all amendments) under which the branch or representative office
operates (e.g., Branch Regulations), notarized or certified with the branch/representative office seal and the
signature of the authorized executive if notarization is not possible under the laws of the country of origin
Copy of the resolution (minutes) of the founder(s) establishing (or re-registering) the branch or
representative office

Copy of the license authorizing activities subject to mandatory licensing under the laws of the country of
origin - properly certified

10. Copy of the resolution (minutes) of the founder(s) appointing the head of the branch/representative office

and persons with first-signature authority

11. Copy of the order issued by the head of the parent legal entity appointing the accountant/chief accountant

(required if the accountant/chief accountant is included in the signature specimen card)

12. Document specifying the list of permitted operations and the official consent of the parent legal entity to

conduct these operations, if they are not already included in the branch/representative office regulations
and/or in the power of attorney issued to the head of the structural subdivision

13. Copy of the taxpayer registration card (Taxpayer Identification Number), required only for legal entities

registered in the Kyrgyz Republic before April 1, 2009

14. Signature specimen card with seal impression, notarized
15. Copies of identity documents of all individuals listed in the signature specimen card (originals must be

presented for verification if onboarding is conducted in person)

16. Copies of identity documents of the founders (if individuals) and beneficial owner(s) (ultimate

beneficiaries). A corporate seal is not required

Additional Requirements for Submitted Documents

Note

Any document copy that is not notarized must be certified with the legal entity’s seal and signed by the authorized executive.
If a copy is submitted without the legal entity’s seal, the Bank employee must verify it against the original and mark it
“verified against the original,” indicating the date, full name, and signature. Founding documents must always be certified
with the legal entity’s seal and the authorized executive’s signature.

All documents issued outside the Kyrgyz Republic and submitted to the Bank must be properly legalized in accordance
with Kyrgyz legislation, except for documents originating from states that are parties to the Minsk (January 22, 1993) or
Chisinau (October 7, 2002) Conventions on Legal Assistance in Civil, Family, and Criminal Matters.
Documents originating from countries that are parties to the Hague Convention of October 5, 1961, abolishing the
requirement of legalization, must bear an apostille.

If the original document submitted to the Bank is in a foreign language, a translation into the state language and, if necessary,
into the official language, of the Kyrgyz Republic must be provided. The translation must be certified by a licensed
translation agency.

This list is not exhaustive. The Bank reserves the right to request additional documents and information required to identify the
beneficial owner (ultimate beneficiary) and may refuse to open the account until all required documents are provided.

When opening a bank account, the Bank must verify and confirm the presence of all required documents and check the legal entity’s
tax registration status through the information systems of the state authorities of the Kyrgyz Republic. The verification must be
properly documented in the client’s paper or electronic file.
